Traditional characters and simplified characters

A considerable number of Chinese characters have numerous strokes and complex structures, which causes
difficulties in learning, remembering and writing them. As a result, variants with fewer strokes and simpler
structure have come into being over the centuries. These are known as ji&intizi (simplified characters / simple form
of the characters) as opposed to the original fantizi (traditional characters / complex form of the characters).

Chinese characters have a long history of simplification, which in fact started almost from their beginning.
Simplified characters have even been found in the oracle bone inscriptions of the Shang Dynasty more than three
thousand years ago. After the founding of the People’s Republic of China in 1949, simplified characters already in
wide currency began to be collected and standardized. In 1956 the government published Hanzi Jianhud Fang’an
( A Scheme for Simplifying Chinese Characters), and in 1964 a further list, Jidnhuazi Zdngbigo (Complete List
of Simplified Characters), containing a total of 2,236 simplified characters, was published.
