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User’s Guide

Supplementary Reading Materials has been designed to accompany the use of each
textbook in the New Contemporary Chinese series. They can be used by the students for
after-class reading or by the teachers as additional instruction materials.

Since passage reading and sentence reading exercises have already been included
in the Exercise Books and Character Writing Workbooks respectively, Supplementa-
ry Reading Materials aims to provide more reading texts.

Supplementary Reading Materials functions mainly as extensive reading sources
aiming to: (1) Re-presenting the already learned words and structures with fresh content;
(2) Helping students form good reading habits, honing their reading skills, and improv-
ing reading speed; (3) Helping students build up their vocabulary, enhancing their ability
to use the Chinese language.

During the development process of this compilation, we take a modern approach
while making the materials interesting, practical, and informative. The texts have been
selected to reflect the fast-changing aspects of Chinese society. Moreover, to supplement
the Textbooks, we have included many new words and expressions in the Supplementa-
ry Reading Materials based on the Chinese Proficiency Grading Standards for Interna-
tional Chinese Language Education. Students do not need to master all of these words
and expressions and they are not expected to completely understand the texts. Instead,
they should learn skills such as skipping difficult parts, guessing the word meaning,
searching for information, summarizing the main idea, and inference.

Teachers are advised to take into account the teaching objectives of each unit and
set requirements for their students on how to use the Supplementary Reading Materials
while providing necessary guidance. They can also add more materials based on their

specific conditions and changing situations.
