Hanyu pinyin (often simply called pinyin) is the official Romanization system
used to notate the pronouncation of Chinese characters. A Chinese syllable is usually
composed of an initial consonant (F£} shéngm), vowel (835 yunmu) and a tone (&=
8 shéngdito). For example, in 88 ma, “m” is the initial consonant; “a” is the vowel and

is the tone mark. Some syllables do not have an initial consonant, such as “4o”, but

a vowel is necessary.

There are four tones and a neutral tone in Chinese, which are:

the first tone: a high level tone

the second tone: a rising tone

the third tone: a falling-rising tone

the fourth tone: a falling tone

Tones are absolutely essential to the meaning of the word and are as much a part
of the total sound of a word in Chinese as any letter.

There is a special variant of modern Chinese tone called the neutral tone (4 &= ,
gingshéng), but it is not strictly speaking a tone. This is because the neutral tone
cannot exist independently and its tone value is determined by the preceding syllable.
In other words, its tone value is not fixed.

because no one wants to be angry, no one wants to have 7 in their cell phone number.
